The Employees State Insurance Corporation vide notification no; F.No.V-14/11/6/2018/Med.| Misc has
granted one-time relaxation in entitlement criteria for ESI scheme contribution while assessing eligibility
for medical benefits.

Section 1358 of the Representation of peoples Act, 1951 reads as follows:-
“Section 1358 Grant of paid holiday to employees on the day of poll

1)i) Every person employed in any business, trade, industrial undertaking or any other
establishment and entitled to vote an election to the House of people or the Legislative
Assembly of a State, shall, on the day of Poll, be granted a holiday.

ii) No deduction or abatement of the wages of any such person shall be made on account of
a holiday having been granted in accordance with Sub-section (1) and if such person is
employed on the basis of that he would not ordinarily receive wages for such day, he shall
none-the-less be paid for such day the wages he would have drawn had nota holiday been
granted to him on that day.

iii) If an employer contravenes the provisions of sub- Section (1) or Sub-Section (2), then such
employer shall be punishable with fine, which may extend to five hundred rupees.

iv) This section shall not apply to any elector whose absence may cause danger or substantial
loss in respect of the employment in which he is engaged”.

2) The above provisions require that all establishments and shops including those which
work on shift basis shall be closed on the day of poll in the Constituency where a General/Bye-
election is to be held. However, there may be cases where a person is ordinarily resident of
the Constituency and registered as an elector, may be serving/employed in an industrial
undertaking or an establishment located outside the Constituencies having an Election. It is
clarified that in such a Constituency concerned he would also be entitled to the benefit of a
paid holiday extended under the Section 1358(1) of the Representation of the People Act,
1951.

3) The daily wage/casual workers are also entitled for a holiday and wages on poll day as
provided in Section 1358 of the Representation of Peoples Act, 1951.

| am, therefore, to request you to advise your constituent members in whose units
Monday / Tuesday / Thursday / Saturday is working day, to abide by section 135B of the
Representation of Peoples Act, 1951 and grant a paid holiday on the day of poll, as mentioned
in the aforesaid schedule, to all categories of workers and employees in the respective Assembly
constituency ,who are registered as electors, to enable them to exercise their right to franchise in

the aforesaid Election.
